We held our annual Pet Service on Sunday 16th June in glorious sunshine.  It was well attended, including 10 very well behaved dogs.
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Our Church Schools
ALDERMASTON CE PRIMARY SCHOOL
We welcomed in the Mental Health Support Team into school to work with our Robins class (Years 1 & 2). The session was well timed as children are starting to think about the changes that will happen at the end of this school year. For our Year 2 children, this involves joining Owls Class as Year 3 children and enjoying the new challenges in KS2. For our Year 1 children, it’s being at the top of their class and helping to support the younger children when they join as Year 1s in September. The children talked about what it means to feel anxious or worried and answered the question, ‘What is a worry?’ They were able to talk about how someone might feel if they were worried. The team helped them learn how to make their worries smaller by talking to a trusted adult or using strategies which included breathing exercises. It’s been lovely to see the children’s confidence grow in recognising when they are worried and understanding which zone they are in on their Zones of Regulation chart.
A team of twenty athletes represented our school at the recent Quadkids athletics competition. The conditions were warm and sunny and there was an amazing turnout of children and supporters from schools around the local area. Each child took part in four events: a sprint, middle distance run, vortex javelin and standing long jump. It was an amazing experience and the children’s performances were impressive with many excelling in their favourite events and all taking on the challenge of a proper middle-distance race in very hot conditions.

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SOS from Foodbank as stocks fall to record low.
The shelves at our warehouse are standing empty as the demand for help regularly outstrips the donations received. In the last 5½ weeks £16,000 from our operating stocks has had to be spent to keep shelves stocked. Last year, WBF supported 14,000 people and the demand this year is growing. This summer, the Hungry Holidays scheme is supporting 1,229 children from 46 schools across Berkshire who need help over the school holidays. We are supporting breakfast clubs at the homeless hostel Two Saints, whose funding has been cut, and at a number of schools – more have approached us for help in establishing one, aimed at families not eligible for free school meals.
